The standard procedure for starting a lesson with HiTeachis: Click "Start Lesson," select the course roster, and ask students to connect/join the class. When the lesson is ending, click "End Lesson" to automatically 
save the class history.



Basic settings after entering HiTeach

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Understanding and switching the three modes of HiTeach

Switch

Å Minimize to Desktop: To return to the computer desktop from Whiteboard 
Mode, simply click the Minimize button in the Teaching Tools Area.This 
minimizes HiTeachinto two small, movable buttons, preventing them from 
interfering with your desktop operations.

Å Return from Desktop: To switch back from Desktop Mode to Whiteboard 
Mode, simply click the Back to Whiteboard button.This allows you to 
quickly resume using the powerful interactive features of Whiteboard Mode.

Å Switch to Transparent Mode: To switch from Whiteboard Mode to 
Transparent Mode, click the Transparent Mode button in the Teaching 
Tools Area.The toolbar will float over your material (such as a PPT 
presentation or webpage), allowing you to operate your presentation while 
instantly calling up teacher-student interaction functions.

Å In Transparent Mode, clicking the Back to Whiteboard button allows for a rapid return to Whiteboard Mode.

Å Teachers can freely switch between Transparent, Whiteboard, and Desktop Modes based on their lesson design and 
classroom needs.

After launching HiTeach, you can switch between Whiteboard Mode and Desktop Mode at any time.

Whiteboard Mode:HiTeach'sfull-screen display features with powerful electronic whiteboard and 
teacher-student interaction features.

Desktop Mode:HiTeachis minimized and returns to your computer desktop. Click the minimize 
button in the lower-right corner of the toolbar to return to your desktop. When switching to desktop 
mode, HiTeachshrinks to a rectangular toolbar, which can be moved anywhere on your desktop.

In desktop mode, click the "Hi" button to return to whiteboard mode. Click the "pencil" icon to 
automatically take a screenshot of your current desktop and paste it back into whiteboard mode.

Transparent Mode

Transparent Mode: As the name suggests, the 
HiTeach toolbar is transparent, floating over 
digital teaching materials and teaching software. 
This allows teachers to work with teaching 
resources (PowerPoint, documents, web pages, 
etc.) while still utilizing HiTeach's interactive 
features.

Transparent Mode allows teachers to use their 
familiar teaching methods during class. When 
teacher-student interaction is needed, simply click 
on the buttons on the transparent toolbar to 
perform various learning tasks, such as timing, 
scoring, Pick-out students, Buzz-in, single-
answer/multiple-answer multiple-choice 
questions, cloze, subjective questions, and more.

Transparent Mode is the perfect companion for 
beginners.

Click the and  buttons to switch between 
Whiteboard Mode and Transparent Mode.

Toolbar in Transparent Mode

Switch Whiteboard Mode
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When HiTeachis first opened, it's in "preparation status" or "editing status" (the top button says "Start 

Lesson"). Students can't connect to it yet, and can only use the teaching tools on the side toolbars for 

simple operations or lesson preparation. 

Click ƷStart Lessonto begin the lesson.

*Every time you use HiTeachto assist in teaching, you must click Start Lessonto use the full interactive functions. Teachers, please make it a habit to 
always click Start Lessonfirst unless you are preparing for class or editing teaching materials!

Å After selecting the course roster, use the Attendance/Scoring page to invite students to connect by 
scanning the QR code with their tablet or phone camera, and then selecting their seat number and name. 
(Students can also connect via HiTeach.ccby entering the Classroom Number and PIN.)

Å The teacher can monitor student connection status (which automatically records attendance) and can 
also manually record absences (e.g., assigning absence reasons). If students lack devices, the teacher can 
click "All Here" and then manually adjust the status of absentees.

Å Once all students have connected and checked in, the HiTeachlesson can begin.

Attendance, Points, and IRS Score

Teachers can manually click on the name box to record attendance (including Present, Personal 

Leave, Sick Leave, Official Leave, and Absent ), or ask students to join the class using their mobile 

devices (those who join the class will automatically be automatically converted to Present ).

Students can join the lesson by entering 

the classroom number and PIN No., or 

by scanning the QR Code. By checking 

the Guest box, students won't need to 

log in with their personal accounts to 

join the lesson (if you uncheck the box, 

students will need to log in to join).

Once the lesson starts, an attendance sheet will appear.

The instructor can let students join the lesson and record their attendance status.

Edit a course list

Click "Edit" to edit an existing list, including 
editing individual student information, deleting 
students, changing seat numbers/avatars, and 
adding new students.

The system will automatically assign a 
random profile picture to each student. 
You can enable/disable this feature, or 
use a custom profile picture (which will 
still be assigned randomly, but will be 
selected from your own uploaded profile 
picture folder).

Edit a course list-Grouping
You can click +/ ςto add or remove 
groups and set group names. Click the 
trash can icon to delete a group.

After adding a group, use the mouse to select 
students (multiple selections are allowed) and 
drag them into the corresponding group.

The system has three built-in quick grouping 
modes: grouping by seat number, S-shaped 
grouping, and completely random grouping.

After completing the grouping, click the 
close icon in the upper right corner and 
confirm to save. The grouping data will 
be automatically used and there is no 
need to reset it for each class. Conversely, 
if you want to regroup, just repeat the 
above steps again. (Once you click "Start 
Lesson", you cannot adjust the group 
and must click "End Lesson" first.)

You can import photos of each student for this list. First, save all student 
photos to a folder on your computer and name it "Seat Number or 
Name."Clickthis button to open the photo folder, and the system will 
automatically complete the matching process.

Classroom score sheet: Points

Pointswindow can be used to add points to individual students or groups. If a student is given points          for IRS questions, 
Buzz-in, work collection, etc., a point will be added automatically here, too. Scores from the Scoreboard(Ẻ)are automatically 
added to the group score. 

If you click on "Merge GP", the scores of individuals in the same group will be averaged and added to the group's score, and the
group scores will be added to the individual scores.

"Cumulative Point" allows scores for the same student list to carry over to the next class session. (To enable this, make sure to

IRSScore window automatically 
calculates scores that students get from 
correctly answering IRS questions and 
their scores from SelfPace Tests. 

A correct answer to an IRS question will 
score 10 points by default, while 
SelfPace Tests will be scored according to 
the test settings. (No points will be 
awarded if the question does not have a 
correct answer set)

Teaching material application: Use Transparent Mode in any page

In the left image, the window represents the HiTeach software, and the 
trees represent your teaching materials. 

In Transparent Mode, you view your materials through the transparent 
HiTeach interface. Since it's in a transparent state, you can use 
Transparent Mode on any page of your materials, such as presentations, 
documents, or web pages.

There are two ways to enter Transparent Mode

1. Check thełSelect to activate Transparent ModeŃoption when you 
start lesson. 

2. When you have clicked "Start Lesson" in Whiteboard Mode, click 
thełSwitch to Transparent ModeŃbutton on the toolbar to switch 
to Transparent Mode.

Teaching pages imported from PowerPoint will retain the PPT object format. In Whiteboard 
Mode, these objects can be locked, moved, enlarged, reduced, rotated, mirrored, and set to 
unlimited duplication, leveraging HiTeach'spowerful classroom interaction features.

Opening the Material Pages window on the left allows you to browse all pages, adjust the page 
order by dragging, and assign color codes to pages for easier identification when using 
differentiated push.

Not only can you use the presentations imported into HiTeachas objects, but hyperlinks and 
animationswill also be preserved! You can also use various functions within HiTeach.
